Netherby Passenger List

This list is based mainly on the names from the Public Records Office Victoria index of unassisted inward passengers
 on the Netherby, fiche 258, and the list of 184 passengers (() who signed a letter of appreciation for Capt. Owens, published in The Age, and reproduced in The Netherby Gazette
. I assumed that the latter’s spelling, if different, is more likely to be correct as it is likely to have been originally written by the person, not by another. The list has been adjusted for duplicates, {similar & mis-spellings}, checked against contemporary newspaper reports {} and abbreviations expanded to full given names. Infants and unknown age are given as i (infant), -, or a (adult). Occupations from a few pages of fiche 258 and additional information from other sources have been added [ ]. I checked the Queensland Immigration index
 for those (apparently) having arrived on the Netherby/City of Melbourne but found that the list was transcribed, with more errors, from the Vic inward list. Likewise for the Vic Outward Passenger index1.

According to the Netherby Gazette, May 3 1866, p4:

“We remained at Plymouth until the 13th April, when we sailed for our destination, with 413 passengers and 38 sailors as ship’s crew, having on board, all told, 451 souls.” 

Note that the two children who died are listed above, and the two who were born on board are not listed above.

The total therefore should be 413 passengers. This implies that there is some duplication in the above list. It has been checked for known crew members. 

The Qld Immigration index lists some people who are known to have remained in Victoria. It also has some, eg five Copping family members and Thomas, Elizabeth Salmon, 26, who are not in the Victorian Immigration index.  

The Vic Outward Passengers index1 shows 414 passengers on the specially chartered ship City of Melbourne to Brisbane via Sydney, including one (Prusswick W, 22) not on any other list.

The numbers out of Melbourne and into Brisbane imply virtually everyone continued the voyage. However, it is known that some 170 people did remain behind and many were settled in Warraquil in NW Victoria. There were enough of them for the town to be later renamed Netherby. It seems that the indexes are all based on the Netherby incoming passenger list.
